LAUNCH SUPPLIES

To launch your rocket, you will need the following items:

--Estes Electrical Launch Controller and Launch Pad
--Estes Recovery Wadding No. 2274

--Recommended Estes Engines: A8-3 (First Flight), B4-4,
B6-4, B8-5, C6-5

To become familiar with your rocket’s flight pattern, use
an A8-3 engine for your first flight.

Use only Estes products to launch this rocket.

FLYING YOUR ROCKET

Choose a large field away from power lines, tali trees,
and low flying aircraft. Try to find a field at least 76
meters (250 feet) square. The larger the launch area, the
better your chance of recovering your rocket. Football
fields and playgrounds are great.

Launch area must be free of dry weeds and brown grass.

Launch only during calm weather with little or no wind
and good visibility.

Don’t leave parachute packed more than a minute or so
before launch during cold weather (colder than 4° Celsius
[40° Fahrenheit]).

Parachute may be dusted with talcum powder to avoid
sticking.

If you use the E2™ or Command Control™ Launch
Controllers to fly your models, use the following
launch steps:

A. After attaching micro-clips, etc., insert safety key into
the controller receptacte. If the igniter clips have been
attached properly to the igniter, the red L.E.D. will now
begin to flash on and off and the audio continuity indica-
tor will beep on and off.

B. Hold the yellow (left) arm button down. The L.E.D. will
stop flashing and the audio indicator will produce a
steady tone.

C. Verbally count down from five to zero loud enough for
the bystanders to hear. Still holding the yellow arm button
down, push and hold the orange (right) button down until
the rocket ignites and lifts off.

MISFIRES

If the igniter functions properly but the propellant does not ignite, keep in mind
the following: An Estes igniter will function properly even if the coated tip is
chipped. However, if the coated tip is not in direct contact with the engine pro-
pellant, it will only heat and not ignite the engine.

When an ignition failure occurs, remove the safety key from the launch contro!
system and wait one minute before approaching the rocket. Remove the
expended igniter from the engine and install a new one. Be certain the coated
tip is in direct contact with the engine propellant, then reinstall the igniter plug
as illustrated above. Repeat the countdown and launch procedure.
